GUATEMALA, CENTRAL AMERICA
Continuing to transform a nation, two
dynamic ministries — Open Door Ministries,

directed by Kirk DeVenny and Equipping
the Saints, International, ASELSI Ministries,
directors John & Sharon Harvey, are train-
ing the nationals to pastor through Bible
schools. Every student in the Bible Schools
receives an EI Camino Biblico. Over 7,000
have been distributed as well as Spanish New
Testaments given to the students in elemen-
tary schools throughout the country.
