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Man shall not live by bread
alone, but by every word that
proceedeth out of the mouth
of God (MATTHEW 4:4)
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I challenged people to read through the
Bible in one year.

Why? Because the Bible reveals the
only way to gain eternal life. You and
others joined me in providing Bibles and
Bible Pathway, the study of His Word
(Acts 8:30-31). Thousands now know
Jesus as their personal Savior.

How? The Bible is the written Word;
Jesus is the living Word. Only through the
Word of God is there eternal life (John 3:16). Without the Word of God there
is eternal condemnation (John 3:18; Romans 6:36; 8:6).

We receive thousands of letters seeking spiritual helps. Over the last few weeks
something extraordinary seems to be happening!

Today, portions of the following nations are listed as being in the midst of
famine: Haiti, Bangladesh, Egypt, Ivory Coast, Bolivia, Peru, Mexico, Indone-
sia, the Philippines, Pakistan, Uzbekistan, Thailand, Yemen, Ethiopia, and most
of sub-Saharan Africa. Yet the letters we receive from them are not asking for
food, but for Bibles... Spiritual Food! It seems people have decided that
their eternal soul is more important than their temporary body.

It’s summertime. There’s no better time than today to begin planting the seed
of the Word. Together we join the Lord in this gigantic outreach. The only
thing needed is Bibles and money to send them. Together we can say: I have
planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the increase (I Corinthians 3:6).

30 years ago Dr. John A. Hash spoke at a
graduation in India. He became sick. One of
the graduates Dr. M.A. Thomas prayed for
him. Dr. Thomas came to America. He and Dr.
Hash knelt in the Bible Pathway office in
Tennessee and prayed for God to save India.
Dr. Thomas went back to India and established
Hopegivers International. It now has 11,000
churches, thousands of orphans and graduates.

One graduate, Reuben Rai, went to Nepal
over 7 years ago where he has planted churches; street, sport, and mountain ministries; and held 7 annual
conferences. Reuben’s May 2009 report says: 19 students graduated from the School of Disciple-
ship, Evangelism and Church Planting. They took 60,000 Gospel tracts to distribute house-to-
house. 25-35 young players come to our soccer training program daily. I just led 17 players to
Jesus. Several church groups were formed in the mountain ministry. Pray for us. Nepal is crying, it
is waiting to hear the message of the Gospel. In the past 3 years we were able to train at least 60
workers, all of which are in the ministry field now. The thousands in India and hundreds in Nepal
are all accounted to our – yours and Bible Pathway’s – heavenly accounts.
